This facility is in Genesee Township with an estimated 12,000 to 15,000 tires dumped on the property.  
A father and son ran the business and over several years accumulated these tires.  
It was an unregistered scrap tire facility.  
Genesee County cited them and DEQ sent violation notices and it was in the end handled by our ECO.  They were not able to get any clean up accomplished by the operators of this facility and so the owner will be responsible.
Length of time that this pile was accumulating.  
It was a rental property and the owner should have been more aware of what was occurring on his property.  
landowners are ultimately responsible for this type of activity so they need to take the proper steps before this many tires are accumulated.  
Be aware of what is taking place at your rentals.  
How do we prevent these from occurring? Speculative accumulation of all sorts of materials.  Is there a way to track down unregistered facilities? Look up advertised tire facilities and look in WDS to see if they are registered?  Should we do more to check on facilities to see if they are registered?
